


With an increase of 2,577 new jobs, education and health services boasted the largest job increase in
private industry. Even though both sectors showed positive growth, health care and social assistance
activities accounted for most of this, with a 7.0 percent increase in employment. A reclassification of
about 1,000 employees providing assistance to the disabled from household help to social assistance
accounts for over a third of this growth, but all industries in this sector increased in employment.
Ambulatory health care services had the second largest employment increase, adding 619 employees for a
4.3 percent increase

Manufacturing, representing 16.5 percent of employment in the private sector, suffered the greatest losses
when compared to last year. There were 4,817 fewer employees in manufacturing in 2002 than in 2001,
for a 10.6 percent decrease. All durable goods manufacturing industries lost jobs, with large layoffs and
plant closings affecting virtually every part of the state. The once thriving machine industries of
southeastern Vermont, the paper mills and furniture manufacturers of the northeast, and the computer and
electronics manufacturing industries statewide were particularly hard hit.

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Government, which represents 16.6 percent of total employment, grew by 1.8 percent from 2001. Federal
government jobs increased by 2.7 percent, mostly due to increased personnel in airports and at the
Canadian border. State government employment dropped by 0.9 percent, and local government grew by
3.1 percent. Several local governments received grants in 2002 which funded additional employees for
special projects.

Wages

More than $9 billion was paid to workers in 2002, up 1.7 percent from the previous year. The average
wage grew by 2.7 percent, to $31,041. In real dollars, current dollars adjusted for inflation using the
CPI-U index, the change in average wages was 1.1 percent. Although the increases are modest, this
represents the seventh consecutive year of increasing growth in both current and real dollars.

Employment

The northwest county of Chittenden, which is the largest industrial, commercial, and educational center of
Vermont, accounted for almost 32 percent of total employment. Washington County was next,
contributing 10.9 percent while Rutland County followed with 9.8 percent. Combined, these three
counties accounted for more than 50 percent of total employment. Grand Isle and Essex Counties
claimed the lowest levels of employment which when combined resulted in less than one percent.

When compared to the previous year, Orange County boasted the largest rate of employment
growth (1.3%). Ten of the fourteen counties experienced employment drops. The largest drop
occurred in Essex County (13.5%) and the smallest in Grand Isle County (0.3%).

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Wages

Chittenden continued to dominate all other counties in terms of the share of total annual wages and was
the only county to exceed the Vermont average annual wage of $31,041 with an average wage of
$36,370. Grand Isle was at the bottom with $21,507.

Overall, average annual wages increased in all counties in 2002. Nine of the fourteen counties had
increases above the state annual average of 2.7 percent. Windham County’s grew the most (5.9%) and
Grand Isle County’s (0.9%) the least.

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Reporting Units

Vermont had an average of 23,776 reporting units in 2002. Of these, more than 23 percent were located
in Chittenden county. Almost forty-five percent of the reporting units were concentrated in the four
counties of Chittenden, Rutland, Washington, and Windsor. Essex and Grand Isle had the fewest (less
than 2 percent) with a combined total of 370 reporting units.

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Towns

Large Towns - 10,000+ employment

There are six towns in Vermont with employment levels higher than 10,000. Altogether these
towns accounted for almost 34 percent of total employment. Essex had the largest employment
change, dropping by 9.5 percent, which represented 1,525 lost jobs. It was followed by South
Burlington, with a 4.3 percent loss representing 761 fewer jobs. Burlington, the most heavily
populated town, had the only employment growth with a modest increase of 216 jobs for a 0.7
percent increase.

The increase in average wages in these six towns ranged from a low of 2.3 percent in Essex to a
high of 7.2 percent in Brattleboro. Essex continued to have the largest wage at $49,915, and
Bennington the lowest at $28,316.

Town Employment Changes

Of the 255 Vermont towns, 12 had employment increases of 75 or more. The largest gain was
seen in Williston with 290 new jobs. The only other town to gain more than 200 jobs was
Burlington, with 216 added (as stated above). Five towns gained between 100 and 200 jobs, and
five more gained between 75 and 100.

There were 10 towns with losses of 150 or more. The largest drop was in Essex, with its loss of
1,525 jobs, and the next highest loss was in neighboring South Burlington, which lost 761 jobs.
Barre Town lost 460, for an 18.3 percent decrease. Springfield, Bennington, Brattleboro, and St.
Johnsbury lost between 200 and 400 jobs each. Swanton, Plainfield, and Rutland Town each lost
between 150 and 200.

Town Wages — towns with 1,000+ employvment

There were 54 towns with employment of 1,000 or more. Out of the 54 towns, 21 had
employment decreases and 33 had increases. Of the top ten towns with employment of 1,000 or
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more, Vernon had the highest annual average wage of $61,684 followed by Essex with $49,915.
The annual average wage of all top ten towns exceeded the average annual wage for Vermont. Of
this group, Dover had the lowest annual wage with $18,690 followed by Wilmington with
$20,449. These towns are located in the same vicinity and rely a great deal on the recreational
industry for employment opportunities. Many of these jobs are seasonal or part-time which in

part, results in a lower annual average wage.

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EXPLANATION of TERMS

Annual Average Employment or Jobs:

The employment figures in this report are an average of the monthly employment figures for the calendar year. In
some industries where there are significant seasonal changes in the number employed during the year, the annual
average employment will differ significantly from the level of employment for any part of the year. Employment is
the same as the number of jobs.

Annual Average Wage:

The annual average wage is a figure computed from total wages and average employment (total annual wages/annual
average employment). Because it is an average of aggregate data the annual average wage should not be used to
estimate hourly wages. Hourly information is not reported by employers. Employment and wage data cover hourly
workers, salaried workers and persons paid on a commission basis and who may be working full-time, part-time, or
overtime. The annual average employment and wage figures can be influenced by the mix of these items and should
be interpreted with caution.

Confidentiality Standards:

Confidentiality standards apply to private sector data only. The publication of data that would disclose an individual
firm’s employment or wage information is prohibited under the Bureau of Labor Statistic’s guidelines of
confidentiality. Aggregate data is not published if it represents fewer than three private employers or if one private
employer represents 80% or more of the data. In addition, Vermont does not publish data with fewer than ten
private sector employees. All government data is publishable.

Covered Emplover:

An employer is covered if wages of at least $1,500 are paid during a calendar quarter; or employs at least one worker
for some part of a day in each of 20 different weeks in a calendar year; or is required to pay Federal Unemployment
Tax because individuals in another state(s) were employed or for some other reason; or pays cash wages of $1,000 or
more in any calendar quarter for domestic services in a private home; or pays cash wages of $20,000 or more in any
calendar quarter for agricultural services, or employ ten or more workers in agricultural employment; or furnishes
employment in a charitable, or educational environment to four or more workers for some part of a day in each of 20
different weeks in a calendar year; or is the State or any political subdivision thereof; or voluntarily elects to provide
unemployment coverage to workers even though it is not required.

Covered Employment and Wages:

The data in this report refers to the employees and their wages in firms subject to the Vermont Unemployment
Compensation Law, or for federal employees, the Federal Unemployment Compensation Law. Workers who are not
included are the self-employed, firm owners not incorporated and the following employee groups: elected officials,
nonprofit religious, charitable and educational organizations, unpaid family members, farm (with some exceptions)
and railroad (see definition for Covered Employer) workers.

Data Source:

Data is compiled from quarterly reports submitted by employers. The reports contain monthly employment
information for the pay period that includes the 12" of the month and total wages paid in the quarter.
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Growth or Increase in the Number of Jobs:

All information referring to growth in this report is based on net changes. The amount of growth during any time
period is equal to the number of jobs (or wages) gained minus the number of jobs (wages) lost.

Industry Groups or NAICS:

Beginning with the publication of 2001 annual data, the North American Industry Classification System (NAICS) is
used to group industries. NAICS is replacing the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) system in the U.S., and
will be used by all North American governmental and many private organizations for the purposes of uniformity in
presenting statistical data. The NAICS classification structure groups industries based on similar production
processes. For more information on NAICS, please visit the Bureau of Labor Statistics website,
http://www.bls.gov/bls/naics.htm.

Ownership - Private and Governmental:

The ownership of establishments is classified as either Private or Government. Government employers are further
classified by the level of government: Local (operated by town), State (operated by the State) or Federal (operated
by the United States Government).

Reclassification of Specific Firms:

In an active economy many firms change their physical location and some change their primary business activity.
To maintain and update location and activity information all employers are surveyed during a three year cycle. The
resulting changes are effective at the start of the next calendar year. While this improves the accuracy of data
analysis, it also introduces fluctuations in the data from year to year due to these administrative changes.

Reporting Units, Establishments, Worksites and Employers:

A reporting unit is the smallest economic unit for which data is reported. An establishment is an economic unit, such
as a farm, factory, or store, which produces goods or provides services at a single physical worksite and engaged,
predominantly, in one type of economic activity. Most employers operate only one establishment or place of
business so all of their activity is reported under one reporting unit. Employers who operate more than one
establishment in the state are requested to report each worksite separately. In some cases the employer aggregates
the worksites into several units, though not at the establishment level. Occasionally, a single physical location
encompasses two or more distinct and significant activities that, if possible, are reported as separate units. In these
cases, a reporting unit is only one worksite, or a group of worksites, or part of a worksite and not all of an
employers’ activity in the state.

Seasonal Activity:

Seasonal activity in Vermont industries produces significant variation in employment levels during the year. The
annual average provides a convenient summary of the year’s employment and wages. By definition, however, it
obscures the peaks and valleys.

Size Class:

Each reporting unit is assigned to one of nine size class categories based upon March employment. It is important to
note that for multi-establishment employers size class is based on each worksite, not the firm's total employment.

Unclassified County Data:

A small percentage of covered employment and total wages is not classified by county. In these cases the
employees' work is not performed at a given physical location, e.g., traveling salespeople.
